ELIGIBILITY – A team shall consist of two members, one member must be 21 years of age or under and one member must be 26 years of age or under on 1 September 2009 and full members of a Club affiliated to the NFYFC.  

Competitors will be required to show their Membership Cards.  Failure to produce a card will result in a penalty charge.  Any member whose name is not listed as a current paid up member of the Federation and who cannot produce a membership card at the start of the competition will not be allowed to compete.

Competitors must hold either a full Driving Licence or Tractor Licence, which must be produced on the day of the competition.


Competitors are required to produce and wear head protection, which protects the head and neck.  Helmets to be to current British Standard at the time of the competition.


A certificate of competence in ATV Handling must be produced on the day of the competition.

PROCEDURE
Task 1
Both team members are required to carry out daily maintenance and safety checks on the ATV prior to commencing the tasks.

Each competitor to carry out a verbal risk assessment with the judge on relevant part of the tasks that they will be completing.

Task 2

One competitor will be required to drive an ATV through a ‘set’ course, negotiating various obstacles and terrain.

He/she will also be required to reverse the ATV through one part of that same course, manoeurving the ATV to a set point where the trailer is ready to be hitched.

Task 3

Both team members are required to hitch the trailer, correctly load and secure the load onto the trailer as directed by the judge. A LOT OF THE SAFETY MATERIAL REFERS TO KNOWING LOAD WEIGHTS ETC & MANY ACCIDENTS ARE CAUSED BY TOO HEAVY LOADS – NOT SUITABLY BALANCED ETC

At this point ONLY – the two competitors can assist each other – the timed tasks must be in
dividual.

Task 4

The other competitor will be drive forwards through the same set course with the loaded trailer, manoeuvre that trailer through various obstacles and reverse into ‘set’ garages.  The 15 minute time limit will only commence when the second competitor 2 begins his/her section of the driving – loading and hitching of the trailer is not included in the time.

Marks will be deducted if either the ATV or trailer hits any set obstacles.  The number of attempts at each obstacle will also be taken into consideration.  The emphasis of the competition will be on skill, balance and safe operation of the machine.
FIRST-AID TASK

Between tasks 2 & 3 a mock ATV accident will be staged.  Teams will be informed when the accident happens; the two team members are to work together to deal with the situation.  

It is expected that there will be by-standers who may be questioned regarding the accident.  

The First Aid Judge will indicate when the casualty has been satisfactorily dealt with and when the member or members may recommence work.

Knowledge of elementary First Aid is necessary, but in no case will competitors be expected to render assistance further than instructed in the Joint First Aid Manual of St. John Ambulance and The British Red Cross (available from WH Smith or other large bookshops).

All competitors to hold either a full driving licence and/or tractor licence, which must be produced on the day of the competition.   

ACCEPTABLE FIRST AID CERTIFICATES – At least one member of the team to hold a current First Aid Certificate of either The British Red Cross, St John Ambulance or an alternative nationally-recognised body (life from date of issue is three years).  A copy of the First Aid Certificate must be produced on the day of the competition.

PROCEDURE

The team shall appoint a leader who will undertake the duties of a foreman.


Task 2 and 3 competitors will carry out daily tractor checks to include the tyres and one daily check on each machine as directed by the Judge.


Task 2 and 3 competitors will be required to drive along an imaginary road into a field, a short distance from the farmyard.


TASK 1

A 70\80 HP tractor will be parked in a permanent position, with one rear wheel ROW CROP, the other CONVENTIONAL.  A daily check to be carried out on the tractor (for a day’s spraying).  The rear of the tractor to be jacked up and the ROW CROP wheel replaced by a CONVENTIONAL wheel one side and the CONVENTIONAL wheel replaced by a ROW CROP wheel the other side.  (All wheels will be provided).  Tighten wheel nuts to the required torque and check tyre pressures.


All blocks, jacks, axel stands and tools to be supplied by the competitor.

TASK 2

Attach 80/90 HP tractor to Rotary Power Harrow.  Remove and replace 4 tines and set the Packer Roller to the Judge’s instructions.  Proceed to field and set for work according to the Judge’s instruction.  Return Tractor and Harrow to their original positions.


TASK 3

Attach 80/90 HP tractor to a mounted PTO drive twin disc fertiliser spreader, check length of PTO.  Take to field; explain calibration to the judges and answer questions about calibration;  set up for work as directed by the judge.  Return tractor and spinner to its original position.


During the course of the practical exercise, a mock farm accident will be staged.  Teams will be informed when the accident happens, the Farm Foreman must then decide how the situation shall be dealt with and by which of his team members.  It is expected that there will be by-standers who may be questioned regarding the accident.  The First Aid Judge will indicate when the casualty has been satisfactorily dealt with and when the member or members may recommence work.


A knowledge of elementary First Aid is necessary, but in no case will competitors be expected to render assistance further than instructed in the Joint First Aid Manual of St John Ambulance and The British Red Cross.  (Available from WH Smith or other large bookshops).


All equipment must be returned to its original place after completion of task.

ACCEPTABLE FIRST AID CERTIFICATES – At least one member of the team to hold a current First Aid Certificate of either the British Red Cross or St Johns Ambulance (life 
from date of issue is three years), or any other nationally recognised first aid 
certificate’.  A copy of the First Aid Certificate must be produced on the day of the competition.


The Highway Code and Farm Safety Regulations must be applied at all times.  If, in the opinion of the Judges, a competitor is undertaking a Task in a way likely to endanger himself or others, the competitor will be stopped and the danger brought to his attention.  The competitor will be expected to correct the matter and then continue with the Task.

FENCE ERECTING 

 RULES 

1.
VENUE – Carmarthen Ploughing Match
2.
REPRESENTATION - Clubs may enter as many teams as they wish.

3. ELIGIBILITY – A team shall consist of three members, one member shall be 21 years of age or under on 1 September 2009 and two members shall be 26 years of age or under  on 1 September 2009 and full members of a Club affiliated to the NFYFC.

HEALTH & SAFETY – ESSENTIAL READING/ACTION FOR ALL COMPETITIORS

It is essential that all competitors read the Health and Safety Executive’s guidance paper concerning fencing (HSE reference AFAG104) and note is taken of the safety working practices and protective clothing equipment that is recommended in that paper.

4. PROCEDURE
a) The team will be required to erect approximately 13.5m of sheep netted fence with one strand of plain high tensile wire on the bottom of the netting and one strand of barbed wire on the top of the netting (wire spacing to be determined by the competitors).  A join in the netting should be made by hand (no gripples) where shown on the diagram. Box strainers should be constructed as shown on the diagram, at both ends of the fence and high tensile plain wire should be used to help support the second post as shown below. Half way along, the fence should turn at a  45° angle.  The strainer at this point  should have one strut to support it which should be angled into the field and should not be along the fence line itself.

b) Only the materials listed to be used. (see list of materials below and diagram).

c) Hand tools only will be allowed and the teams themselves must provide these.  No powered tools or chain saws are allowed.

d) Competitors are not allowed to shorten any of the posts.

e) The Judge reserves the right to inspect any strut following completion of the task.

f) All teams are required to dismantle their fence after the Presentation of Awards.  Any team not complying with this ruling will be disqualified and their deposit will be retained.

g) Clearing the ground – teams are required to clear away all debris and any off-cuts of wire etc should not be put down the postholes.  Receptacles will be provided for this purpose.  Soil should be supplied to make the ground good.

h) The Judge’s decision will be final.

5. Fencing materials:

a) 3 x 6-8 inch posts that are no shorter than 6ft 6inch and no longer than 7ft 6 inch (depending on availability)

b) 1 x struts (to match posts)

c) 2 x props (to match posts)

d) 6 x intermediate posts 3-4 inch x 6ft

e) 15m standard sheep netting

f) 15m barbed wire

g) 25m high tensile plain wire

h) Nails 

i) Staples

6. TIMING – 2 hours will be allowed.  Time penalties – teams will be encouraged to complete the task but will lose 1 point per minute over the allocated time.
