SECTION A

CHAROLAIS CATTLE JUDGING (RWS)  

Team of two members 26 years of age or under on 1st September 2008 to place and give reasons on two rings of four cattle. All sections to be judged on breed points.   

Timing:  15 minutes allowed for inspection and handling.  

Reasons:  Each competitor will be allowed two minutes to state his/her reasons.  Competitors who exceed this time limit will incur penalties at a rate of two marks for each 15 seconds or part thereof.  The marks will be deducted from the competitor’s total.

White coats to be worn

MALE AND FEMALE TUG-OF-WAR COMPETITION (RWS)

Teams will consist of eight pulling members (one male and one female team).  A maximum of two members of that team may be between the ages of 15 and 18 years on 1 September 2008, and the remainder of the team must be over 18 years and 26 years of age or under on the 1 September 2008. The 2010 NFYFC Tug-of-War Rules shall apply as set by the A.A.A.  Weights - 680 kg Men; 580 kg Ladies.  Members to wear the same colour shirt/jerseys.  Competitors' boots or shoes must not be `faked' in any way, i.e.: the sole, heel and side of the heel shall be perfectly flush.  No metal toecaps or metal toe plates are permitted.  Metal heel tips that are flush on the side and the bottom of the heel are permitted.  The judge(s) has/have the power and responsibility to disqualify a team or teams after a caution or disqualify without caution for any offence against the rules.  Both sections will be run on a League basis if time allows otherwise it will be run on a knockout basis (Judge’s choice).  
SECTION D COB JUDGING(RWS)
Team of two members 26 years of age or under on 1st September 2008 to place and give reasons on two rings of four cobs.  

Cobs to be judged on breed points.

Timing:  15 minutes allowed for inspection and handling.  

Reasons:  Each competitor will be allowed two minutes to state his/her reasons.  Competitors who exceed this time limit will incur penalties at a rate of two marks for each 15 seconds or part thereof.  The marks will be deducted from the competitor’s total.

White coats to be worn

COOKERY COMPETITION (RWS)  

Theme – A Meal for two suitable for a pre/post visit to the Theatre

Team of two members 26 years of age or under on the 1st September 2008 to prepare and serve a two course meal for two suitable for a pre/post visit to the theatre.  The meal should be made from Welsh produce and costs must not exceed £15 in total.  Gas cookers should be used and must be supplied by competitors.  Grill plus small ring or oven plus small ring or two rings only.  No cooking to be done beforehand, but ingredients may be weighed and vegetables/fruit washed beforehand.  Recipes and costing must be presented.  Time allowed – one and a quarter hours for cooking, to include displaying of meal. Accessories that are in harmony with the rest of the exhibit and that are in scale with it and each other, but not dominant, are allowed.  

Working area: One trestle table including cooker space.

Display area: ½ Trestle table

Marking system: Previous preparation and presentation of table 5; Method of work 20; Originality, Choice of menu 20; Presentation/Display in alcoves 15; Finished results of prepared items (colour/flavour/texture/etc) 40; Total 100 marks.  

White coats to be worn

YFC’S GOT TALENT(RWS)
A maximum of 6 members all of whom should be 26 years of age or under on the 1st September 2008 to perform an act of their choice in a ‘YFC’s Got Talent’ competition.  A maximum of 4 minutes will be given to the performers to entertain the crowd. No staging is allowed but props may be used and set up/clearing must be undertaken within the permitted time. 

Live music is permitted but no extra accompanists are allowed. Competitors to bring CD’s (no tapes allowed) on the day. Microphone on stand or on lead will be available for use.

Marking System:  Performance 60;  Originality 15; Costumes 15;  Overall Effect 10; Total 100 marks.   

Timing:  Up to 15 seconds overtime - 2 penalty marks;  Up to 30 seconds overtime - 5 penalty marks;  And a further 5 penalty marks will be deducted for every 15 seconds thereafter.

CARMS YFC WILL NOT SUPPLY A PIANO.  COMPETITORS MUST WEAR SHOES.    A wooden floor will be provided.    

WOODWORK COMPETITION – CHICKEN COOP AND RUN  (RWS)
A team of two members who will be 26 years of age or under on the 1st 

September 2008 together to make a chicken coop and run of their own design.

The pen should be suitable for housing 3 chickens.  Maximum size

2440mm in length, 1830mm in width and a maximum height of 1000mm.  
Marks will be awarded as follows:  Quality of workmanship, structural soundness and design 80; Team work 10; Quality of tools and safety in use 10; Total 100 marks.

CONDITIONS:  Time allowed two hours.  Competitors must supply their own tools, chainsaws will not be allowed.  Battery or rechargeable electric drills will be allowed.  Screws and\or bolts may be used but these must be supplied by the competitors.  No nail guns allowed.

MATERIALS:  competitors to supply:

10 of 50mm x 50mm sawn treated 2.4m long

2 of 100mm x 25mm sawn treated 2.4m long

2 of  50mm x 25mm sawn treated 2.4m long

1 sheet 18mm shuttering plywood

1 roll of chicken wire

1 of 2m roofing felt ( green mineral )

It is not expected for the gate to have hanging fixtures.

LLEYN SHEEP JUDGING (RWS)
Team of two members 26 years or under on the 1st September to place and give reasons on two rings of four sheep.  

Sheep to be judged on breed points.  

Timing:  Fifteen minutes allowed for inspection and handling.  

Reasons:  Each competitor will be allowed two minutes to state his/her reasons.  Competitors who exceed this time limit will incur penalties at a rate of two marks for each 15 seconds or part thereof.  The marks will be deducted from the competitor’s total.

White coats to be worn
SHEEP SHEARING COMPETITION(RWS)

Team of two members 26 years of age or under on 1st September 2008.  Competitors must provide their own shearing heads.  Members will shear two yearlings each.  All members must have passed either a NPTC Proficiency Test or a BWMB Blue Seal in Sheep Shearing to compete in the YFC Sheep Shearing Competition, which will be checked on the day of the competition.  The BISCA Rules and marking system for 2009 will apply.

PAINT A 200LITRE/ 45 GALLON DRUM APPROX 

Team of two members 26 years or under on 1st September 2008 together to paint a plastic drum.
The base coat can be painted at home but no other preparatory work i.e. markings to be carried out.

Members to supply all necessities.
Time allowed:- 1 hour and a quarter

DANCING (RWS)
A maximum team of eight members all of whom will be 26 years of age or under on the 1st September 2008.  Teams to perform two contrasting styles of dance, one of which must be the compulsory folk dance Dawns Gwenllian Berwyn, and the other a ‘Strictly Come Dancing’ routine.  All members of the team must be involved in both styles of dance.  All teams will dance the set compulsory folk dance in succession, with time allowed for changing before performing the second own choice ‘Strictly Come Dancing’ routine.  Competitors to provide their own mini CD’s on the day (no tapes allowed). 

Members may provide their own instruments or an accompaniment (accompaniment may be additional to the eight members but must be YFC members 26 years of age or under, except for one member who may be over 26 years of age for accompaniment only.  There is no restriction on the number of music pieces used.  

Marking system:  Compulsory Folk Dance 50; Own Choice Strictly Come Dancing; 50  Total 100 marks.

Timing:  Maximum time allowed for each team is ten minutes.  Minimum time allowed for each team is five minutes.  Penalty marks at a rate of 2 per 15 seconds or part thereof will be incurred if teams go over or under time.  

A wooden floor will be provided.  CARMS YFC WILL NOT SUPPLY A PIANO.  COMPETITORS MUST WEAR SHOES.

STATEMENT FROM NAFAS

(The National Association of Flower Arranging Societies of Great Britain)

An EXHIBIT is composed of natural plant material, with or without accessories, contained within a space as specified in a show schedule.  Backgrounds, bases, containers, drapes, exhibit titles and mechanics may always be included in an exhibit, unless otherwise stated.  More than one placement may always be included, unless otherwise stated.  In all exhibits natural plant material should predominate.

An ACCESSORY is a) anything other than natural plant material in an exhibit, such as coral, feathers, sea fan, shells, stones b) natural plant material which has been tooled or crafted to resemble non-plant forms, e.g. birds nest, corn dolly, wooden figurine.

Accessories, e.g. cakes, figurines, needlework, may be decorated in anyway but greater credit should be given for the use of natural plant material where appropriate.

NAFAS Rules state that disqualification will take place for the following reasons:-

     a.  
Failure to comply with any specific requirements of a class as stated in a show schedule, i.e. the measurements or the components.

     b.  Inclusion of fresh plant material that does not have roots or the cut ends of stems in water or water-retaining material.  Exceptions:  Air Plants, Cacti, Fruits, Grass Turf, Lichen, Moss, Succulents, Vegetables and long lasting plant material (including strong fibrous stems) which will remain turgid for the duration of a show.  (Definition of turgid – the state of firmness of plant tissue resulting from adequate moisture, causing the plant cells to be fully expanded).

     c.  Inclusion of artificial plant material (unless specifically allowed by a show schedule).

One member 26 years of age or under on 1st September 2008.  Competitor will be required to complete/ perform a task as demonstrated by the Judge in a given amount of time.

On the Rally day the judge in the respective section will give a demonstration or give a plan for the member to follow and they in turn will be given a specific time limit- 15 minutes- 1 hour to carry out the task as instructed. If the judge wishes he/ she can tell the competitors what is expected of them during the competition time and he/ she will not give a demonstration. Marks allocated- 100.

Members to provide white coats; sharp scissors; chopping knife, bread knife, round bladed knife; dish cloth; towel; pastry brush; grater; cocktail sticks, 2 sheets greaseproof paper and pencil. Clubs will receive a bill for essential items following the County Rally. (Cost will not exceed £2 per member).

SECTION C
RALLY SIGN (HELD AT FIELD DAY BUT MARKS TO COUNT TOWARDS RALLY)

PUPPETS AND SHOW (RWS)
A team of four members, two 26 years or under, and two 18 years or under on 1st September 2008 to design and create 2 hand made puppets out of recycled material with maximum dimensions being 61cm x 61cm each.  Teams will be required to perform an original puppet show using the puppets, and members should be prepared to answer any questions from the judge on the work undertaken on the puppets themselves and the creation of the show.  Props will be allowed with the total time of the performance and setting/clearing of stage not to exceed 5 minutes.   

Marking system:  Workmanship of puppets 30; originality and use of materials 20;  Script 10; Performance 30; overall effect 10; Total 100 marks.  

Timing:  Up to 15 seconds overtime - 2 penalty marks; Up to 30 seconds overtime - 5 penalty marks; And a further 5 penalty marks will be deducted for every 15 seconds thereafter.
MIME A SCENE FROM A MUSICAL FILM (RWS) 

A team of a minimum of 2 and maximum of 10 members who are 26 years of age or under on the 1st September 2008 to mime a scene from a musical film.  The mime should not exceed 6 minutes including the setting and the clearing of the stage.  Competitors to provide their own CD’s (no tapes are allowed).  
Marking system:  Miming + Expression 20; Costumes 20; Entertainment Value 30; Visual Effect 20; Overall Effect 10  Total 100 marks.  

Timing:  Up to 15 seconds overtime - 2 penalty marks;  Up to 30 seconds overtime - 5 penalty marks;  And a further 5 penalty marks will be deducted for every 15 seconds thereafter.

ONE DAME AND HER DOG – BLINDFOLD SHEEP DOG TRIALS(RWS)
Team of two members, one of which will be 26 years of age or under on the 1st September 2008, and the other 18 years or under on the 1st September 2008.  One member to be dressed as a dog and blindfolded, then directed on all fours through an obstacle course by means of whistles only by the second member who will be dressed as a ‘Dame’.  5 minutes will be allowed to complete the course.

Timing:  Up to 15 seconds overtime - 2 penalty marks;  Up to 30 seconds overtime - 5 penalty marks;  And a further 5 penalty marks will be deducted for every 15 seconds thereafter.
Marking system:  Costumes 40; Negotiating the Course 60; Total 100 marks.
CLUB PROMOTION (HELD AT FIELD DAY BUT MARKS TO COUNT TOWARDS RALLY)
MOCK AUCTION- TEAM OF TWO

A team of two members 26 years of age or under on the 1st September 2008 to act as Auctioneer and Clerk. FEDERATION DISPLAY (RWS)

THEME – ‘That’s Entertainment’ 

Displays MUST be erected between 7.30 and 9 a.m

Team of up to six members all of whom will be 26 years of age or under on 1st September 2008 to stage a display which should depict ‘That’s Entertainment’.  Displays to be staged and prepared by a team of not more than four members, plus two additional members who will be permitted to erect the frame only.  All members must wear white coats.  Space allowed 6' (1m 82.9 cm) high; 6' (1m 82.9 cm) wide; 4'6" (1m 37.1 cm) deep - maximum outside measurements. Any infringement in the rules will result in a team being placed 10 points below the lowest placed team in the competition. Participating Clubs to be responsible for all labelling, which may be in English only, Welsh only, or bilingual.  The County Federation will provide club names at the beginning of the competition. One electrical socket will be available per display ONLY if you inform County office with the entry form.  All construction to be made by members. NO perishable foods allowed.  Competitors are responsible for all items on display.  No equal placings allowed in overall position in this competition.

Marking system:  Interpretation of Theme 30; Workmanship of Backing and Staging 15; Workmanship of  Content 20; Overall Impression and Presentation 25; Use of space allowed 10; Total 100 marks.  

White coats to be worn
MAIN RING DISPLAY – ‘THE CIRCUS’ (RWS)

A team of up to ten members, all of whom shall be under 26 years of age on 1st September 2008.  All members to participate in a ‘Circus Parade’ by dressing in appropriate colourful costumes and by performing, dancing etc to create a circus atmosphere.  An additional member, 26 years of age or under on 1st September 2008, to act as the ‘Ring Leader’ and give a live commentary as the team perform (mic will be supplied).  Maximum time allowed for each team is 5 minutes.  CD’s only (no tapes are allowed).  Competitors to bring their own mini CD’s on the day. Teams can have a maximum of 11 members in total if they so wish.  No naked flames to be used during the performance.
Marking system:  Circus skills and variety 20; Costumes 40; Commentary 20; Overall effect 20;  Total 100 marks.

Timing:  Up to 15 Seconds overtime = 2 penalty marks; Up to 30 Seconds overtime = 5 penalty marks; and a further 5 penalty marks for every 15 seconds thereafter.
