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CARMARTHENSHIRE FEDERATION OF YOUNG FARMERS CLUBS

2008 – 09 GENERAL RULES
1. All competitors to be 26 years of age or under (or the appropriate age according to the rules of the competition) on 1st September 2008.  Competitors must be active YFC Members.  Competitors will be required to show their Membership Cards.  Failure to produce a card will result in a penalty charge.  Any member whose name is not listed as a current paid up member of the Federation and who cannot produce a membership card at the start of the competition will not be allowed to compete.
2. HEALTH AND SAFETY – All Competitions carried out at County level must comply with Health and Safety legislation and meet the relevant safety standards.  The completion of a Parental Consent form, for members under the age of 18, is the responsibility of the Club and must submitted to County Office with membership details.

3. Competitors will be disqualified if they contact the public by speech or sign while a competition is in progress or talk with each other in the stock judging rings.  Chief Stewards will be required to warn competitors and then report the matter to County officials.
4. All competitions limited to Carmarthenshire Y.F.C. members.
5. In eliminating competitions, competitors will be selected from the sections they take part in irrespective of age.
6. The Official Entry Form must be completed in ALL competitions.

7. Mobile phones will be confiscated during all competitions. 

8. On no account should members approach Judges voicing their complaint or indeed writing to outside organisations, prior to the complaint being raised and discussed at a Carmarthenshire YFC committee.

9. Unacceptable behaviour by competitors or supporters, which adversely affects other 
competitors, will be penalised. 
10. NO MEMBER, TRAINER OR SUPPORTER ARE TO APPROACH ANY JUDGE UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCES.  VERBAL ABUSE OF A JUDGE WILL RESULT IN IMMEDIATE DISQUALIFICATION OF THE CLUB INVOLVED.
11. Competitors names must not be changed after the entries have closed.
12. Birth certificates must be shown if required.
13. Club Officials are held responsible that competitors are within the age limit.
14. JUDGES’ DECISION MUST BE ACCEPTED AS FINAL.
15. Club Leaders are held responsible that competitors are active Club members.  
16. County Officials will have the right to check Club Attendance Registers.
17. Removal of exhibits before the allowed time (without consent from the County Chairman or Activities Chairman will result in the offending competitors marks being withdrawn).
18. No member/Club will be allowed to compete if the competition has finished and no competitor/Club will be allowed to compete in advance.

19. Members are advised not to use expensive items in any displays.  Carms YFC will not be held responsible for any items left on display.

20. Carmarthenshire YFC reserves the right to amend or cancel any of the rules of the competitions.
21. You must receive Written Copyright if you are using any sgripts, music etc.

22. Insurance cover provided by the National YFC Insurance Scheme will apply to all Clubs and members participating in Competitions. For further information contact County office.
23. ALL County cups should be returned in the same condition as when presented. A fine of £50 for a small cup and £100 for a large cup/ shield will be imposed if the cup/ shield has not been cleaned before returning to County office. If any cup/ shield has received damage the individual/ club will be fully charged for repairs and the County will consider not allowing cups to be taken home in future unless they are cared for.
2009 RALLY- GENERAL RULES
1. SENIORS - Competitors to be 26 years of age or under on 1/9/08 except where 

specified different.

1. JUNIORS - Competitors to be 21 years of age or under on 1/9/08 except where specified i.e.18 years of age or under on 1/9/08.

2. Members are not allowed to compete as a Junior and Senior in the same competition.

3. If a competitor has been selected to compete in two competitions, he or she cannot act as a reserve in another.

4. For all Rally competitions - exhibits are not to be removed before 4p.m. otherwise the marks gained will not be considered for the Rally Shield.

5. Members and Clubs are not allowed to practice at the venue selected for the Pre-Rally competitions or where the stock are obtained for Rally day competitions and members are not allowed to go and train on a farm belonging to the judge.

6. Competitors must provide themselves with white coats which must be worn during the period of the competition except in certain competitions where Health and safety stipulate otherwise.
7. Each competitor will be allowed to compete in TWO competitions as well as group competitions for the club team but may compete as an individual member in extra competitions outside the club team.

8. SENIOR SECTION - EACH CLUB SHOULD COMPETE IN EIGHT COMPETITIONS I.E. ONE FROM EACH GROUP PLUS THE COMPULSORY COMPETITIONS AND ANY FOUR OTHERS.  IF YOU SELECT A ONE MEMBER COMPETITION YOU MUST ALSO SELECT ANOTHER ONE MEMBER COMPETITION FROM THE SAME GROUP I.E. TWO OF THE ONE MEMBER COMPETITIONS COUNTS AS ONE COMPETITION.   

JUNIOR SECTION - EACH CLUB SHOULD COMPETE IN EIGHT COMPETITIONS I.E. ONE FROM EACH GROUP PLUS THE COMPULSORY COMPETITIONS AND ANY THREE OTHERS.  IF YOU SELECT A ONE MEMBER COMPETITION YOU MUST ALSO SELECT ANOTHER ONE MEMBER COMPETITION FROM THE SAME GROUP I.E. TWO OF THE ONE MEMBER COMPETITIONS COUNTS AS ONE COMPETITION.

9. In the event of a Club not competing in the 8 competitions they can still compete as a team in their respective competitions and win a Cup/Trophy.

10. Competitors should not receive any assistance from trainers or spectators during competition time otherwise they will be disqualified.

11. Cups will be awarded to the highest individuals OR highest teams depending on whether the competition wording stipulates that the competition is for an individual member or for a team.  Clubs who enter extra individuals in competitions (e.g. stockjudging) may form teams for the competition cup as long as the County Office is informed IN ADVANCE which 2 individuals are forming teams i.e. A, B, C etc.

12. One team per Club and any number of individuals are allowed to compete in all Rally competitions.

13. All members competing in the Pre-Rally stock judging competitions must wear CLEAN Wellington boots.

14. ALL CLUBS MUST RETURN THEIR ENTRY FORMS BY 22nd April 2009
AT THE LATEST AND ONLY ONE CHANGE CAN BE MADE WITH THE RESERVE NAME.  

NO CHANGING OF NAMES OR COMPETITIONS WILL BE ALLOWED AFTER 

29th April 2009.

15. If a member has done work in advance when it stipulates in the wording of the competition that no work is to be carried out before Rally day, the judge is given power to penalise to the effect of 25% to 50% of the marks.  If too much work is done the judge may disqualify.

16. A minimum of 4 competitions should be competed in by all Clubs on Rally Day.  The other competitions can be Pre Rally - if a Club desires.

17. Clubs are NOT allowed to form a team by joining with another Club for any competition that is to be held on Rally day or Pre-Rally apart from the Tug of war Competition. Clubs are allowed to join to form a Tug of war team for the County Rally. In this instance it will count as half a competition for both clubs towards the shield mark if they so desire. No more than two clubs to join to form a team.  
18. RALLY CUPS AND SHIELDS SHOULD BE RETURNED TO THE COUNTY OFFICE 

22nd April 2009.  PLEASE ENSURE THAT THE CUPS/SHIELDS ARE BROUGHT BACK IN GOOD CONDITION AND CLEAN. (AS YOU RECEIVED THEM LAST YEAR)
ALL THE ABOVE RULES SHALL BE STRICTLY ADHERED TO
