DAIRY STOCKJUDGING
Team of two members 21 years of age or under on 1st September 2010).  to place two rings of four cattle and give reasons on one ring. Members must give ‘positive’ style reasons in this competition   Timing: 15 minutes allowed for inspection and handling. Reasons:  Each competitor will be allowed two minutes to state his/her reasons. Competitors who exceed this time limit will incur penalties at a rate of two marks for each 15 seconds or part thereof.  The marks will be deducted from the competitor’s total.

SUFFOLK SHEEP JUDGING (RWS)
Team of two members 21 years of age or under on 1st September 2010 to place two rings of four Suffolk sheep and give reasons on one ring. Sheep to be judged on Breed Points.  

Timing:  15 minutes allowed for inspection and handling.  Reasons:  Each competitor will be allowed two minutes to state his/her reasons.  Competitors who exceed this time limit will incur penalties at a rate of two marks for each 15 seconds or part thereof.  The marks will be deducted from the competitor’s total.

Rally Sign (Held At Field Day But Marks To Count Towards Rally)
WELSHCAKES
Team of two members 21 years of age or under on the 1st September 2010 EACH to prepare and cook Welsh cakes.

Competitors who exceed this time limit will incur penalties at a rate of two marks for each 15 seconds or part thereof.  The marks will be deducted from the competitor’s total.

FLORAL ART - 1 MEMBER 21 OR UNDER (NFYFC)

One member 21 years of age or under on the 1 September 2010 to prepare A Centre piece for an After Show Party  ”Musicals” – An Exhibit

DISPLAY – Exhibit to be displayed to its best advantage. 
All exhibits must be the unaided work of the competitors and must be assembled in the Rally.  If oasis is to be used, new pieces must be used on the day of the competition.

STATEMENT FROM NAFAS

Backgrounds, bases, containers, drapes, exhibit titles and mechanics may always be included in an exhibit, unless otherwise stated.  More than one placement may always be included, unless otherwise stated.  In all exhibits natural plant material should predominate.

An ACCESSORY is a) anything other than natural plant material in an exhibit, such as coral, feathers, sea fan, shells, stones b) natural plant material which has been tooled or crafted to resemble non-plant forms, e.g. birds nest, corn dolly, wooden figurine.

Theme: “Earth”   

One member 16 years of age or under on the 1st of September 2010 to Make ‘an item from clay’ and produce an A3 mood board showing the design and workmanship of the gift. On competition day the member will be asked to complete a practical test as instructed by the judge and therefore must bring replica materials with them.

Measurements: Maximum size 45cm deep x 45cm height x 45cm width. Presentation space for finished item – half a trestle table.

Costings: Not to exceed £15 in total.

Work Space:
Half a Trestle Table

Time: One hour allowed for practical test.  Members have an additional 10 minutes following practical test to display and present their item.

Marking system:  Originality and choice-10, design- 10 , workmanship- 20 , Presentation and appearance- of finished item- 15 , A3 Mood Board- 20, Total - 75 marks.  Practical test – 25, Total Marks - 100

Theme:  “Fire – some like it hot” 

Team:
Two member’s one male and one female 21 years of age or under on the 1st September 2010.
Task:
Prepare a meal from a box of groceries supplied by Carmarthenshire YFC. The value of the box of groceries will not exceed £10 and will include typical spicy ingredients. The judge will advise on the day of the competition, the number of servings and courses required.  A fridge\larder of accessories will also be supplied. Competitors to supply a selection of utensils and saucepans. 

EQUIPMENT – One ring and grill or Two Gas Rings may be used and must be supplied by competitors.  No other heat is allowed.  Electricity is not available.
Competitors will be required to provide All equipment.
Time:
 ½ an hour will be allowed for viewing ingredients. One hour for cooking and displaying of meal.
Work Space: 1½ trestle tables including cooker space and the same space will be utilized for display purposes. ½ Trestle table for displaying.
Display:  Accessories that are in harmony with the rest of the exhibit and that are in scale with it and each other, but not dominant, are allowed.  

Notes: Cookery books allowed.

Marks- Choice of menu- 15 , Preparation of table and method of work- 20 , finished results- 30 , Utilisation of products- 20 , Presentation\display in alcoves- 15, Total- 100 marks.

SECTION B PONY JUDGING (RWS) 
Team of two members 21 years of age or under on 1st September 2010 to place two rings of four Section B Ponies and give reasons on one ring. Ponies to be judged on Breed Points.  
The ponies supplied for the competition will be of a similar type.

Timing:  15 minutes allowed for inspection and handling.  Reasons:  Each competitor will be allowed two minutes to state his/her reasons.  Competitors who exceed this time limit will incur penalties at a rate of two marks for each 15 seconds or part thereof.  The marks will be deducted from the competitor’s total.

SHEEP SHEARING (RWS)

Team of two members 21 years of age or under on the 1st September 2010. Competitors must provide their own shearing heads. Members will shear two sheep each. All members must have passed either a NPTC Proficiency Test or a BWMB Blue Seal in Sheep Shearing to compete in the YFC Sheep Shearing Competition, which will be checked on the day of the competition. The BISCA Rules and marking system for 2010 will apply.

DRESSING A LEADER
Team of two members, who will be 21 years of age or under on the 1st September 2010 to dress up a Club Leader/Senior Member using newspaper and magazines. All costumes to be made on the day and therefore no work to be undertaken beforehand (teams will be penalised if costumes have been made beforehand or if they have been hired). All exhibits to parade. Time allowed – 1 hour.  
Marking system:  Originality 25; Team work 25; Overall effect 50; Total 100 marks.

WOODWORK 
Team of two members, 21 years of age or under on 1st September 2010 together to make a bird table from wood.  The table should not exceed 120cm in height (approximately). Competitors to supply their own choice of wood.

Metal and/or plastic accessories may be used.

Competitors to supply all materials.

1 trestle table allowed for working.

No work to be carried out before the day.

No power tools to be used, except re-chargeable battery drills.

FIRE PREVENTION ROADSHOW (RWS)
Team:
Four members 18 years of age or under on the 1st September 2010 to Present a road show to promote fire safety to primary school children. A suitable display to be created on stage, within the allotted time, to support the performance.

Time:
Up to 10 minutes and a minimum of 5 minutes.

Penalties – penalty marks will be incurred at the rate of two marks per 30 seconds or part thereof over and under the allotted time.)    

Equipment: Music is allowed, competitors to provide their own CD’s (no tapes are allowed) but PA equipment will be provided. No real fires will be allowed. Carms YFC will provide a table – competitors can bring their own costumes, props etc.   Notes:
Power point is not advisable
Marks:- Road show- 50 , supporting display- 30 , overall effect- 20, Total- 100 marks  

COMPULSORY
GENERATION GAME  
Team of two members 21 years of age or under on 1st September 2010.  Competitors will be required, individually or as a team, to complete/perform a task as demonstrated by the Judge in a given amount of time. 

On the Rally day the judge in the respective section will give a demonstration or give a plan for the member to follow and they in turn will be given a specific time limit- 15 minutes- 1 hour to carry out the task as instructed. If the judge wishes he/ she can tell the competitors what is expected of them during the competition time and he/ she will not give a demonstration. Marks allocated- 100 per competitor. Members to provide-  Sharp Knife, Bread Knife, Round bladed knife, Large plate, Scissors, Chopping board. Clubs will receive a bill for essential items following the County Rally.

CATTLE RING DISPLAY – BATTLE OF THE ELEMENTS (RWS)
Team:
Four members (1- 26 or under, 1- 21 or under , 1- 18 or under and 1- 16 years of age or under on 1st September 2010)

Task:
Four members to dress up to depict the elements and one member to present a commentary in English or Welsh in which 2 minutes will be allocated, while the fancy dress section is being judged. 

The team will then participate in an ‘It’s a Knockout style race’ in the Ring with obstacles and hurdles to manoeuvre. 

Notes:
No fancy dress to be removed prior to race except for changing into more appropriate footwear.  

Timing: Maximum time allowed for the commentary is 2 minutes.  

Penalties – Penalty marks at a rate of 2 per 15 seconds or part thereof will be incurred if teams go over time. No time restriction on the race.    

Marks:- Costume- 40, Commentary- 20, Race- 40, Total- 100 marks.
FEDERATION DISPLAY (RWS)

One electrical socket will be available per display ONLY if you inform County office with the entry form.   NO perishable foods allowed. Competitors are responsible for all items on display.
