Section A

DAIRY STOCKJUDGING

Team of two members 26 years of age or under on 1st September 2010) to place and give reasons on two rings of four cattle. Members must give ‘positive’ style reasons in this competition   Timing: 15 minutes allowed for inspection and handling. Reasons:  Each competitor will be allowed two minutes to state his/her reasons. Competitors who exceed this time limit will incur penalties at a rate of two marks for each 15 seconds or part thereof.  The marks will be deducted from the competitor’s total.
White coats to be worn
SUFFOLK SHEEP JUDGING (RWS)

Team of two members 26 years of age or under on 1st September 2010 to place and give reasons on two rings of four Suffolk sheep.  Sheep to be judged on Breed Points.  

Timing:  15 minutes allowed for inspection and handling.  Reasons:  Each competitor will be allowed two minutes to state his/her reasons.  Competitors who exceed this time limit will incur penalties at a rate of two marks for each 15 seconds or part thereof.  The marks will be deducted from the competitor’s total.
White coats to be worn
SHEEP SHEARING (RWS)

Team of two members 26 years of age or under on the 1st September 2010. Competitors must provide their own shearing heads. Members will shear two sheep each. All members must have passed either a NPTC Proficiency Test or a BWMB Blue Seal in Sheep Shearing to compete in the YFC Sheep Shearing Competition, which will be checked on the day of the competition. The BISCA Rules and marking system for 2010 will apply.

ON THE NEWS- BATTLING THE ELEMENTS. TEAM OF 3 (26, 21, 16 YEARS) (RWS)

On the News – ‘Battling the Elements’

Team: 3 members (1-26 or under, 1-21 or under and 1- 16 years of age or under)

Prepare a press release and broadcast a news report live on stage.

Each team will be issued with a brief and press pack containing various sources of information. The press release shall be no longer than two sides of A4 and will be presented hand written. Two of the three team members must be involved in the live news report on stage. 

Timing: One hour allowed too meet deadline: hand in press release and be ready to present news report. Three minutes is allowed for the live news report. Two minutes will be allowed for stage and sound preparation prior to the live broadcast.  

Equipment:
 Props are permitted but no set. Carms YFC will provide a table and chairs.   

Marks: Press Release -25 , News Report – Style and Presentation-25 , Content- 25 , Interpretation of Brief- 15, Teamwork- 10, Total 100 marks.
CUSTOMISE CHALLENGE  (2 MEMBERS – 26 & 1 MEMBER 18) (RWS)

Team of Three members - 2- 26 and 1- 18 years of age or under on 1st September 2010

Members must customise two outfits for a fashion show taking inspiration from the elements.   Items of clothing to be purchased at a charity shop, which will form the basis of two outfits.  The clothing items should be customised using any medium, taking inspiration from any of the four elements – earth, air, water and fire. An A3 mood board to be produced for each outfit that documents the customising journey (this should include a picture of the garments in original state). The team will stage a fashion show – one team member will act as compere and the other two members will model the outfits.  

Costings: No more than £20 to be spent on charity shop clothing (receipts to be presented). The budget for customisation should not exceed £5 (receipts to be presented). Complete customisations cost to be presented.

Time:
Fashion Show - maximum time allowed for each team is 5 minutes.

Marks: Customised outfit 1 - 25, Customised outfit 2 –25, Commentary- 15, Modelling- 15, Overall presentation- 20, Total- 100
TUG OF WAR (MALE AND FEMALE) (RWS)

A team shall consist of eight pulling members.  A maximum of two members of that team MAY be between the ages of 15 and 18 years on 1 September 2010 and the remainder of the team MUST be 19 or over and under 26 years of age or under on 1 September 2010 and all competitors must be full members of a Club affiliated to the NFYFC. A coach and trainer who must be amateurs under ToWA Laws are allowed and need not comply with other Rules of eligibility.  

Notes:
The 2012 NFYFC Tug-of-War Rules shall apply as set by the ToWA. Weights - 680 kg Men; 580 kg Ladies. Members to wear the same colour shirt/jerseys. Competitors' boots or shoes must not be `faked' in any way, i.e.: the sole, heel and side of the heel shall be perfectly flush.  No metal toecaps or metal toe plates are permitted.  Metal heel tips that are flush on the side and the bottom of the heel are permitted. The judge(s) has/have the power and responsibility to disqualify a team or teams after a caution or disqualify without caution for any offence against the rules.

HEREFORD CATTLE JUDGING (RWS)

Team of two members 26 years of age or under on 1st September 2010 to place and give reasons on two rings of four Hereford cattle. Cattle to be judged on Breed Points.  

Timing:  15 minutes allowed for inspection and handling.  Reasons:  Each competitor will be allowed two minutes to state his/her reasons.  Competitors who exceed this time limit will incur penalties at a rate of two marks for each 15 seconds or part thereof.  The marks will be deducted from the competitor’s total.
White coats to be worn
DANCING (RWS)

Team should consist of Maximum of 8 members-26 years of age or under on 1st September 2010. Teams to perform two contrasting styles of dance, one of which must be a dance of their choice, and the other a tribal dance. One member of the team should give a brief at the beginning of the tribal dance to explain the theme.  Space provided:20’ x 20’ 

Time:
Maximum time allowed for each team is 10 minutes and within this time slot the brief should be no longer than 1 minute. Minimum time allowed is 5 minutes. All teams will dance their own choice dance in succession, with time allowed for changing before performing the second own choice creative dance.  

Penalties – Penalty marks at a rate of 2 per 15 seconds or part thereof will be incurred if teams go over or under time.

Equipment: PA system will be provided. Competitors to provide their own CD’s (no tapes)
Accompaniment: Members may provide their own instruments or an accompaniment (additional members allowed (26 years of age or under on 1st September 2010) and one individual over 26 years of age). There is no restriction on the number of music pieces used.  
Carms YFC will NOT supply a piano.  

COMPETITORS MUST WEAR SHOES.      

Marks:  Own choice dance- 50, Tribal Dance- 50, Total- 100 marks.
DECORATE A GATEAUX-- 1 MEMBER 

One member 26 years of age or under on the 1st September 2010 to decorate a gateaux.

Competitors to supply the Sponge/ sponges required and all necessities and equipment. 

Any shape and size allowed. No preparatory work to be carried out prior to the competition and all decoration must be carried out on site.

Time allowed- 1 ¼ hours

Space allowed- ½ Trestle table

FLORAL COMPETITION – 26 YEARS OR UNDER (RWS)

Theme: Water

One member 26 years of age or under on 1st September 2010 to Prepare a modern exhibit to depict Water using a selection of flowers and natural plant material   Costing: Not to exceed £20 (excluding Foliage). Costing to be submitted. 

Display: Competitors are allowed to use accessories and backdrops but are to supply these themselves. 
Work Space: Half a trestle table. 
Measurements: Size allowed (approximately) 2' 5.5" (75cm) wide x 2' 1.5" (65cm) deep x 2' 11.5" (90cm) high.  

Time allowed- 1 hour plus a further 5 minutes to check that arrangements have not been disturbed during cleaning up operations.

FLORAL ART- 1 MEMBER- ‘MUSICALS’ (NFYFC)

One member 26 years of age or under on the 1 September 2010 to create A Display on a Pedestal to the theme  ”Musicals” – An Exhibit

DISPLAY – Each exhibit will be displayed to their best advantage:
All exhibits must be the unaided work of the competitors and must be assembled in the Rally.  If oasis is to be used, new pieces must be used on the day of the competition.

PLEASE NOTE THE FOLLOWING:

ALL EXHIBITS WILL BE JUDGED STRICTLY IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE NAFAS COMPETITIONS MANUAL 2001- STATEMENT FROM NAFAS

An EXHIBIT is composed of natural plant material, with or without accessories, contained within a space as specified in a show schedule.  Backgrounds, bases, containers, drapes, exhibit titles and mechanics may always be included in an exhibit, unless otherwise stated.  More than one placement may always be included, unless otherwise stated.  In all exhibits natural plant material should predominate.

An ACCESSORY is a) anything other than natural plant material in an exhibit, such as coral, feathers, sea fan, shells, stones b) natural plant material which has been tooled or crafted to resemble non-plant forms, e.g. birds nest, corn dolly, wooden figurine.

Accessories, e.g. cakes, figurines, needlework, may be decorated in anyway but greater credit should be given for the use of natural plant material where appropriate.

NAFAS Rules state that disqualification will take place for the following reasons:-

a.  
Failure to comply with any specific requirements of a class as stated in a show schedule, i.e. the measurements or the

components.
b. Inclusion of fresh plant material that does not have roots or the cut ends of stems in water or water-retaining material.  Exceptions:  Air Plants, Cacti, Fruits, Grass Turf, Lichen, Moss, Succulents, Vegetables and long lasting plant material (including strong fibrous stems) which will remain turgid for the duration of a show.  (Definition of turgid – the state of firmness of plant tissue resulting from adequate moisture, causing the plant cells to be fully expanded).

 c. Inclusion of artificial plant material (unless specifically allowed by a show schedule).

TIMING –One hour, with a further ten minutes to check that arrangements have not been disturbed during the cleaning-up operations.
Measurements- Approximately - Diagram showing width, depth and height – remembering to include thickness of wood or overhanging drapes etc.

The title or the artwork is to be on the board and must be within the A2 size allowed.

Ponies to be judged on Breed Points.  The Ponies supplied for the competition will be of a similar type.

Timing:  15 minutes allowed for inspection and handling.  Reasons:  Each competitor will be allowed two minutes to state his/her reasons.  Competitors who exceed this time limit will incur penalties at a rate of two marks for each 15 seconds or part thereof.  The marks will be deducted from the competitor’s total.
White coats to be worn

MIME A SCENE (MAX 10 MEMBERS) (RWS)

Minimum of 2 and maximum of 10 members -26 years of age or under on 1st September 2010 to Mime a scene from a musical or opera where one of the elements is an integral part of the performance.   

Time:
Not to exceed 6 minutes including the setting and the clearing of the stage. 

Penalties: Up to 15 seconds overtime - 2 penalty marks;  Up to 30 seconds overtime - 5 penalty marks;  And a further 5 penalty marks will be deducted for every 15 seconds thereafter.

Equipment:
Competitors to provide their own CD’s (no tapes are allowed).  

Marks: Miming + Expression- 20, Costumes- 20, Entertainment Value- 30, Visual Effect- 20 

Overall Effect- 10, Total- 100 marks.  

YFC UNDER THE HAMMER (1 UNDER 26, 1 UNDER 18 YEARS) (RWS)

Two members -1- 26 years and 1- 18 years of age or under on 1st September 2010
Task:
 One member to act as auctioneer and other to act as clerk. Team members will individually value twelve items normally found in sales and to be responsible for selling one item. The valuation slips to be handed in to the judge prior to the sale.  Competitors must compete individually when valuing items and only work together for the auctioneering.    

Marks:  


Valuation- 40, Audibility and style of sale- 60, Total- 100

YFC FACTOR (RWS)

Team to consist of a Maximum of 7 members and a minimum of 3 members - 26 years of age or under on 1st September 2010.
Competitors must Sing and perform a song of which the title should include words that are closely associated with one of the four elements.  No solo artists or live music allowed.

Time:
No time restriction.

Members to supply the appropriate CD (no tapes are allowed) which should include backing vocals only.
Marks:  Performance- 60, Originality- 15, Costumes- 15, Overall Effect- 10, Total- 100 marks.   

WOODWORK (2 MEMBERS) - GARDEN FURNITURE (RWS)

Two members 26 years of age or under or under on 1st September 2010 to make a table and seating for two of their own design. The furniture should be suitable for outside use.

Competitors must supply their own tools, chainsaws will not be allowed. Only battery powered drills will be allowed no other battery operated tools are allowed. 

Screws and\or bolts may be used but these must be supplied by the competitors. No nail guns allowed.

COOKERY- TEAM OF 3 (NFYFC)

Theme:  “Musicals”

Teams to consist of three members, 1- 26, 1- 21 and 1-16 years of age or under on 1 September 2010.

PROCEDURE –  Each team will be required to prepare four dishes for a Dinner for an After Show Party - to include at least one savoury and one sweet dish.  Each dish will be required to serve two people.  A “dish” may include more than one item that forms a total and a drink does not count as one dish.

EQUIPMENT – Two Gas Rings may be used and must be supplied by competitors.  No other heat is allowed.  Electricity is not available.
Competitors will be required to provide All equipment and all ingredients (these may be brought to the competition already weighed out and vegetables ready washed)

There are no limitations on the contents of the displays, although competitors must:

(a) Display a menu card.

(b) Display details of recipes and costing,

(c) Ensure recipes are made available throughout the practical session for judges to examine.

(d) Display a nutrient card.

Judges will place emphasis on marking displays that complement the dishes.

SCALE OF MARKS - 

Practical cookery skills, including teamwork- 50, Finished dishes, suitability and variety- 20, Overall display and interpretation of theme- 15, Taste- 15 Total- 100
TIMING – one hour for cooking. Displaying of meal may be done after the one hour cooking time. Working area: Two trestle tables including cooker space and the same space will be utilized for display purposes. ½ Trestle table for displaying.

Gas Cookers MUST be professionally tested to ensure that they are fit for purpose- cookers 

NOT Marked with an approved stamp will not be permitted to be used.

GENERATION GAME 
Team of two members 26 years of age or under on 1st September 2010.  Competitors will be required, individually or as a team, to complete/perform a task as demonstrated by the Judge in a given amount of time. 

On the Rally day the judge in the respective section will give a demonstration or give a plan for the member to follow and they in turn will be given a specific time limit- 15 minutes- 1 hour to carry out the task as instructed. If the judge wishes he/ she can tell the competitors what is expected of them during the competition time and he/ she will not give a demonstration. Marks allocated- 100 per competitor. Members to provide- Sharp Knife, Bread Knife, Round bladed knife, Large plate, Scissors, Chopping board. Clubs will receive a bill for essential items following the County Rally.

Four members (1- 26 or under, 1- 21 or under , 1- 18 or under and 1- 16 years of age or under on 1st September 2010)

Task:
Four members to dress up to depict the elements and one member to present a commentary in English or Welsh in which 2 minutes will be allocated, while the fancy dress section is being judged. 

The team will then participate in an ‘It’s a Knockout style race’ in the Ring with obstacles and hurdles to manoeuvre. 

Notes:
No fancy dress to be removed prior to race except for changing into more appropriate footwear.  

Timing: Maximum time allowed for the commentary is 2 minutes.  

Penalties – Penalty marks at a rate of 2 per 15 seconds or part thereof will be incurred if teams go over time. No time restriction on the race.
