ars of age or under on 1st September 2006.  Competitors will be required, individually or as a team, to complete\perform a task as demonstrated by the Judge in a given amount of time.

On the Rally day the judge in the respective section will give a demonstration or give a plan for the member to follow and they in turn will be given a specific time limit- 15 minutes- 1 hour to carry out the task as instructed. If the judge wishes he/ she can tell the competitors what is expected of them during the competition time and he/ she will not give a demonstration. Marks allocated- 100 per competitor. Members to provide white coats; sharp scissors; chopping knife, bread knife, round bladed knife; dish cloth; towel; pastry brush; grater; cocktail sticks, 2 sheets greaseproof paper and pencil. Clubs will receive a bill for essential items following the County Rally (approx £10 each.)

Static- ‘Good Health’ (RWS)

THEME - ‘Good Health – An exhibit to encourage healthy living’  

Team of up to six members all of whom will be 26 years of age or under on 1st September 2006 to stage a display which should depict `Healthy living’.  Displays to be staged and prepared by a team of no more than four members, plus two additional members who will be permitted to erect the frame only.  All members must wear white coats.  Space allowed 6' (1m 82.9 cm) high; 6' (1m 82.9 cm) wide; 4'6" (1m 37.1 cm) deep - maximum outside measurements. Participating Federations to be responsible for all labelling, which may be in English only, Welsh only, or bilingual.  Federation signs will be provided after the judging has taken place.  One electrical socket will be available at the Rally ONLY if you inform the County office a week in advance.  All construction to be made by members.  Competitors are responsible for all items on display. No equal placings allowed in overall position in this competition.

Marking system:  Interpretation of Theme - 60; Workmanship of Backing and Staging - 30; Workmanship of Content - 40; Overall Impression and Presentation - 50; Use of space allowed - 20; Total - 200 marks.

IT’S A KNOCKOUT 
Team of four members (male or female) who will be 26 years of age or under on the 1st September 2006.  All four members to be dressed as different items of fruit or vegetables.  Members will participate in an ‘It’s a Knockout’ style race in the Cattle Ring with obstacles and hurdles to manoeuvre.  All members to remain in fancy dress for the race, with no items of dress being removed except that footwear may be changed if desired.  Each team to submit a suitable written commentary in English or Welsh on their dress to be given in the cattle ring by a member of their team, while the fancy dress section is being judged and prior to the race.  Commentaries not to exceed 2 min.  

Marking system:  Costume 100;  Commentary 40;  Race 60.  Total 200 marks.
