SECTION A

Dairy Stockjudging (NFYFC)

Team of two members 21 years of age or under on 1st September 2006.  Competitors to place two rings and give reasons on one ring of four cows.  The competition will be judged on breed points.   Members must give ‘positive’ style reasons in this competition

Timing:  15 minutes allowed for inspection and handling.  Reasons:  Each competitor will be allowed two minutes to state his\her reasons.  Competitors who exceed this time limit will incur penalties at a rate of two marks for each 15 seconds or part thereof.  The marks will be deducted from the competitor’s total.

Marks - 100 per competitor

White coat must be worn
MALE AND FEMALE TUG-OF-WAR COMPETITION (RWS)
Teams will consist of eight pulling members (one male and one female team).  A maximum of two members of that team may be between the ages of 15 and 18 years on 1 September 2006, and the remainder of the team must be over 18 years and 26 years of age or under on the 1 September 2006. The 2008 N.F.Y.F.C. Tug-of-War Rules shall apply as set by the A.A.A.  Weights - 680 kg Men; 580 kg Ladies. Members to wear the same colour shirt\jerseys.  Competitors' boots or shoes must not be `faked' in any way, i.e.: the sole, heel and side of the heel shall be perfectly flush.  No metal toecaps or metal toe plates are permitted.   Metal heel tips that are flush on the side and the bottom of the heel are permitted.  The judge(s) has the power and responsibility to disqualify a team or teams after a caution or disqualify without caution for any offence against the rules.  The Female section will be run on a League basis if time allows otherwise it will be run on a knockout basis.  
Marks- 200

Cookery- Healthy school meal (RWS)

2 member

Theme –  ‘A Healthy Secondary School Meal’ 

Team of two members 16 years of age or under on the 1st September 2006 to prepare and serve a two course school meal, using local produce.   Costs not to exceed £10 in total.  

Gas cookers should be used and must be supplied by competitors.  The grill + small ring or oven plus small ring or 2 rings only to be used.

No cooking to be done beforehand, but ingredients may be weighed and vegetables/fruit washed beforehand. Recipes and costing must be presented and include a summary of the nutritional value of the meal.  Time allowed – one hour for cooking, to include displaying of meal. (backing material and accessories may be arranged prior to the commencement of the one hour and will be outside of this time).  All exhibits to be displayed in a space 2’ 3” x 2’3” x 2’ high.including any drapes or lining, in\on serving dishes \ containers (competitors to supply).  Accessories that are in harmony with the rest of the exhibit and that are in scale with it and each other, but not dominant, are allowed.  Working area: One trestle table including cooker space

MARKING SYSTEM: Previous preparation and presentation of table – 10, Method of work – 40, Originality, choice of menu 40, Presentation/display in alcoves – 30, Finished results of prepared items (colour/flavour/texture/etc) – 80.  TOTAL 200 MARKS

White coat must be worn

Sheep shearing (RWS)

Team of two members 21 years of age or under on the 1st September 2006. Competitors must provide their own shearing heads.  Members will shear two sheep each.  All members must have passed either a NPTC Proficiency Test or a BWMB Blue Seal in Sheep Shearing to compete in the YFC Sheep Shearing Competition, which will be checked on the day of the competition.  The BISCA Rules for 2007 will apply.

Healthy Capable campers (RWS)

Team of three members 18 years or under on the 1st of September 2006 will be required against the clock, to pitch a tent and poach an egg.  Following the poaching of the egg, competitors to dismantle the tent and pack tidily and correctly. The County Federation will provide tents but all other equipment for poaching the egg must be provided by the competitors.   Methodical working, efficiency and time taken to undertake the tasks will be taken into account.   The judge will assess the equipment for poaching the egg before commencement of competition.  No open fires allowed.  

Marking System – Pitching and Dismantling of the tent – 140; Poaching of the egg – 20 Time 40 Total 200 marks
