Limousin Stockjudging (RWS)

Team of two members 21 years of age or under on 1st September 2006 to place two rings of four cattle and give reasons on one ring. All sections to be judged on breed points.   

Timing:  15 minutes allowed for inspection and handling.  Reasons:  Each competitor will be allowed two minutes to state his\her reasons.  Competitors who exceed this time limit will incur penalties at a rate of two marks for each 15 seconds or part thereof.  The marks will be deducted from the competitor’s total.

Dancing (RWS)

Team of eight members all of whom should be 26 years of age or under on the 1st September 2006.  Teams to perform two contrasting styles of dance, one of which must be the compulsory folk dance Pendorlan, the other a fitness routine to music.  All members of the team to be involved in both styles of dance. All teams will dance the set compulsory folk dance in succession, with time allowed for changing before performing the second own choice dance.  The PA technician will be responsible for playing all CD’s (no tapes are allowed).  Competitors to provide their own CD’s but PA equipment will be provided.    Members may provide their own instruments or an accompaniment (accompaniment may be additional to the eight members but must be by YFC members 26 years of age or under, except for one member who may be over 26 years of age for accompaniment only).  There is no restriction on the number of music pieces used.  Maximum time allowed for each team is ten minutes.  Minimum time allowed for each team is five minutes.  Penalty marks at a rate of 2 per 15 seconds or part thereof will be incurred if teams go over or under time. Clubs may use carpet on the catwalk but supply their own. Marking system:  Compulsory dance 100;  Own choice dance 100;  Total 200 marks.  CARMARTHENSHIRE YFC WILL NOT SUPPLY A PIANO.

STATEMENT FROM NAFAS

(The National Association of Flower Arranging Societies of Great Britain)

An EXHIBIT is composed of natural plant material, with or without accessories, contained within a space as specified in a show schedule.  Backgrounds, bases, containers, drapes, exhibit titles and mechanics may always be included in an exhibit, unless otherwise stated.  More than one placement may always be included, unless otherwise stated.  In all exhibits 

natural plant material should predominate.

An ACCESSORY is a) anything other than natural plant material in an exhibit, such as coral, feathers, sea fan, shells, stones b) natural plant material which has been tooled or crafted to resemble non-plant forms, e.g. birds nest, corn dolly, wooden figurine.

Accessories, e.g. cakes, figurines, needlework, may be decorated in anyway but greater credit should be given for the use of natural plant material where appropriate.


      NAFAS Rules state that disqualification will take place for the following reasons:-

a) Failure to comply with any specific requirements of a class as stated in a show schedule, i.e. the measurements or the components.

b) Inclusion of fresh plant material that does not have roots or the cut ends of stems in water or water-retaining material.  Exceptions:  Air Plants, Cacti, Fruits, Grass Turf, Lichen, Moss, Succulents, Vegetables and long lasting plant material (including strong fibrous stems) which will remain turgid for the duration of a show.  (Definition of turgid – the state of firmness of plant tissue resulting from adequate moisture, causing the plant cells to be fully expanded).

c) Inclusion of artificial plant material (unless specifically allowed by a show schedule).

      TIMING – Allowance of one hour, with a further ten minutes to check that  


arrangements  have not been disturbed during cleaning-up operations.

Craft- Healthy living (RWS)

Theme – ‘An item of craft to encourage Healthy Living’ 

One member 21 years of age or under on 1st September 2006 to make ‘An item of craft to encourage Health Living’ from materials of your own choice. ( At home)  Maximum size  3’ wide, 3’ depth, 3’ height with costs not exceeding £10 in total (details to be submitted).  Competitors must bring replica materials to do the tasks as instructed by the judge for which one hour will be allowed.  An additional 10 minutes will be given for members to display and present their item.  Working area - half a trestle table.  Presentation space for finished item - half a trestle table.

Marking system:  Originality and choice 15; design 15; workmanship 30; Presentation and appearance of finished item 15; Total 75 marks.  Practical test 25, overall total 100 marks..

1 member under 16 years

One member 16 years of age or under on 1st September 2006 to make any item out of fruit. Size unlimited but ½ trestle allowed for working per competitor.

All the work to be carried out at the rally and all fruit and necessities to be supplied by the competitor.

Time allowed 1 hour.

Only one item to be displayed,- no accessories except a tablecloth.
