Limousin Stockjudging (RWS)

Team of two members 26 years of age or under on 1st September 2006 to place and give reasons ontwo rings of four cattle. All sections to be judged on breed points.   

Timing:  15 minutes allowed for inspection and handling.  Reasons:  Each competitor will be allowed two minutes to state his\her reasons.  Competitors who exceed this time limit will incur penalties at a rate of two marks for each 15 seconds or part thereof.  The marks will be deducted from the competitor’s total.

Dancing (RWS)

Team of eight members all of whom should be 26 years of age or under on the 1st September 2006.  Teams to perform two contrasting styles of dance, one of which must be the compulsory folk dance Pendorlan, the other a fitness routine to music.  All members of the team to be involved in both styles of dance. All teams will dance the set compulsory folk dance in succession, with time allowed for changing before performing the second own choice dance.  The PA technician will be responsible for playing all CD’s (no tapes are allowed).  Competitors to provide their own CD’s but PA equipment will be provided.   Members may provide their own instruments or an accompaniment (accompaniment may be additional to the eight members but must be by YFC members 26 years of age or under, except for one member who may be over 26 years of age for accompaniment only).  There is no restriction on the number of music pieces used.  Maximum time allowed for each team is ten minutes.  Minimum time allowed for each team is five minutes.  Penalty marks at a rate of 2 per 15 seconds or part thereof will be incurred if teams go over or under time. Clubs may use carpet on the day but supply their own.  Marking system:  Compulsory dance 100;  Own choice dance 100;  Total 200 marks.  CARMARTHENSHIRE YFC WILL NOT SUPPLY A PIANO.

1 member 

One member, 26 years of age or under on the 1st September 2006 (solo section) to sing and perform a song of their choice.  

No live music allowed.   Members to supply the appropriate CD’s which should include backing vocals only (CD’s will be operated by the YFC PA technician) to be forwarded to the County Office by 1st May 2007. A hand held microphone on stand or on lead will be available for use.  No time restriction.  Marking system:  Performance 50; Visual likeness 25; Vocal likeness 25;  Total marks 100.   

Floral Display in an Unusual Container (flower plants) 1 member under 26 years

One member 26 years of age or under on 1st September 2006 to fill an unusual container. Size unlimited. The unusual container must be filled with soil/ compost and planted with plants/ flowers at the County Rally. All necessities to be supplies by the competitor.

An exhibit to depict ‘A Country Walk’  &  An exhibit on the subject:  A Myth or a Legend
Team of two members 26 years of age or under on the 1st September 2006 ONE to prepare an exhibit to depict ‘A Country Walk’ using a selection of flowers and natural plant material. (no Wild Flowers are allowed)    Competitors are allowed to use accessories and back drops but are to supply these themselves.  Working area - half a trestle table. Size allowed 2' 5.5" (75cm) wide x 2' 1.5" (65cm) deep x 2' 11.5" (90cm) high.  Time allowed 1 hour plus a further 5 minutes to check that arrangements have not been disturbed during cleaning up operations.  

To be judged according to the guidelines (outlined below) laid down by the National Association of Flower Arrangement Societies (N.A.F.A.S.). Adherence to the competition wording.

2.
Predominance of plant material over all other components.

3.
Plant material that is unblemished, well conditioned and appropriate.

4.
Clear interpretation of the title and chosen theme.  Plant material should help to interpret the chosen theme without the sole reliance on accessories.

5.
Good use of design principles and of the space allowed.  The use of balance, 


scale, line, space, texture, and colour contribute to the total harmony.

6.
Tablecloth and bases if used, as well as container and any title, in immaculate 


condition, suitable to the theme and not dominant in size or colour.

7.
Accessories if used that are in harmony with the rest of the exhibit and that are in scale with it and with each other.

The other to prepare an exhibit on the subject:  A Myth or a Legend

Table space allowed 75 cms wide x 60 cms deep x unlimited height. 

TIMING – Allowance of one hour, with a further 5 minutes to check that arrangements have not been disturbed during cleaning-up operations.

STATEMENT FROM NAFAS

(The National Association of Flower Arranging Societies of Great Britain)

An EXHIBIT is composed of natural plant material, with or without accessories, contained within a space as specified in a show schedule.  Backgrounds, bases, containers, drapes, exhibit titles and mechanics may always be included in an exhibit, unless otherwise stated.  More than one placement may always be included, unless otherwise stated.  In all exhibits natural plant material should predominate.

An ACCESSORY is a) anything other than natural plant material in an exhibit, such as coral, feathers, sea fan, shells, stones b) natural plant material which has been tooled or crafted to resemble non-plant forms, e.g. birds nest, corn dolly, wooden figurine.

Accessories, e.g. cakes, figurines, needlework, may be decorated in anyway but greater credit should be given for the use of natural plant material where appropriate.

      NAFAS Rules state that disqualification will take place for the following reasons:-

a) Failure to comply with any specific requirements of a class as stated in a show schedule, i.e. the measurements or the components.

b) Inclusion of fresh plant material that does not have roots or the cut ends of stems in water or water-retaining material.  Exceptions:  Air Plants, Cacti, Fruits, Grass Turf, Lichen, Moss, Succulents, Vegetables and long lasting plant material (including strong fibrous stems) which will remain turgid for the duration of a show.  (Definition of turgid – the state of firmness of plant tissue resulting from adequate moisture, causing the plant cells to be fully expanded).

c) Inclusion of artificial plant material (unless specifically allowed by a show schedule).
