Team of two members 26 years of age or under on 1st September 2006 to place and give reasons on two rings of four ponies. Ponies to be judged on breed points.  

Timing:  15 minutes allowed for inspection and handling.  Reasons:  Each competitor will be allowed two minutes to state his\her reasons.  Competitors who exceed this time limit will incur penalties at a rate of two marks for each 15 seconds or part thereof.  The marks will be deducted from the competitors total.

White coat must be worn
Suffolk sheep judging (RWS)
Team of Two members 26 years of age or under on the 1st September 2006 to place and give reasons on two rings of four sheep. Sheep to be judged on breed points.  

Timing:  Fifteen minutes allowed for inspection and handling.  Reasons:  Each competitor will be allowed two minutes to state his\her reasons.  Competitors who exceed this time limit will incur penalties at a rate of two marks for each 15 seconds or part thereof.  The marks will be deducted from the competitor’s total.

White coat must be worn
Stars in your eyes (RWS)



Team of up to 6 singers

A team of up to 6 singers but not less than 3 singers who will be 26 years of age or under on the 1st September 2006 to sing and perform one song of their choice.    

No live music allowed.   Members to supply the appropriate CD’s which should include backing vocals only (CD’s will be operated by the YFC PA technician) to be forwarded to the County Office by 1st May 2007. A hand held microphone on stand or on lead will be available for use.  No time restriction.  Marking system:  Performance 100; Visual likeness 50; Vocal likeness 50;  Total marks 200.   
Smoothy Making (RWS)



2 members

- 5 A DAY  

Two members 26 years or under on the 1st September 2006 to prepare and serve a non-alcoholic smoothy to include any five fruit or vegetables.      

The competitors will be required to perform their smoothy making routine on the stage and must prepare an original non-alcoholic smoothy for two!  Music is allowed and competitors may provide their own commentary as they compete.  Competitors to provide their own CD’s (no tapes are allowed) but PA equipment will be provided.  
Time allowed 5 mins, with 5 mins allowed for setting and clearing up.  Carms YFC will provide a table and one socket point – competitors can bring their own costumes, props etc.

Marking System: Performance 100;  Originality 50;  Taste 20;  Use of props & costume 30; -  total marks 200. 
Forestry Competition (RWS)




2 members

Theme - `Child’s Play Equipment'

A team of two members who will be 26 years of age or under on the 1st September 2006, to make an item of play equipment suitable for children up to the age of eight. i.e. for use in nursery schools, toddlers play area, crèche, etc.   Marks will be awarded as follows:  Quality of workmanship, structural soundness and design 160;  Team work 20;  Quality of tools and safety in use 20;  Total 200 marks.

CONDITIONS:
  Time allowed two hours.  Competitors must supply their own tools, chainsaws will not be allowed.  Battery or rechargeable electric drills will be allowed.  Screws and\or bolts may be used but these must be supplied by the competitors.

MATERIALS:  For the Rally the county Federation will supply the timber and clubs will be billed following the event.

8 pieces peeled round timber 8’ long x 2 - 3” average diameter

6 pieces of peeled half round timber 8’ long x 2 - 3” average diameter.

Competitors if they so desire will be allowed to supply their own material for the construction of wheels: one section of flat boarding material: rope and\or plain wire hooks and staples. Competitors to supply their own nails.
None of these will be supplied by the County Federation.

Good Health Education Pack (R.W.S)   

Team of three members one of which will be 26, 21, 18 years of age or under on 1st September 2006 to produce a good health education pack suitable for use with YFC Members.  Packs to include an A3 poster, leaflet and presented in a folder and can include further items.   Teams will be required to do a 5 minutes educational road show using the packs.    

Marking system:  Interpretation of theme 40; Contents 40, Presentation of Pack 40, Roadshow 60; Overall effect 20.  Overall 200 marks.  All packs will be displayed at the Rally.
